For this course, Al is strictly prohibited with the sole exception of assignments where the
use of such toolis indicated as required by the course instructor. The goal of a writing
assignment is to develop the authorial voice and critical thinking skills of the student and
offloading that responsibility entirely to an Al completely misses the purpose of a writing
assignment and raises serious questions about plagiarism. To this end, all written
submissions in this course are required to be composed in Google Docs, which will be
submitted with any unproctored written assignment to the course instructor, following the
procedures outlined in Blackboard. Any submissions that appear to have been generated
via Al will be flagged by the instructor, and a temporary grade of zero may be applied until
the instructor can thoroughly investigate the matter. Once a final determination is reached,
the instructor will assign a permanent grade (depending on the outcome of the
investigation). A first-time offense will result in a warning, but a second offense will result
in the student’s failure in the class.
